 Do not buy from a brochure or picture.  A memorial depicted in a bro-
chure can be created in different sizes and the carving on a memorial can be 
created in different ways.  This is why prices do not appear in this brochure.

  See your choice of granite in person, the color and quality.  Not all gran-
ite quality is the same.  These differences need to be conveyed to you…so you 
know what to expect your memorial to look like in the years to come.

  Not all guarantees and warrantees are the same.  Make sure your memo-
rial is WARRANTED… “FOREVER”

  Make sure the foundation under your memorial is discussed and war-
ranted “forever”.  Without a quality foundation under your memorial, you are not 
protecting your investment.

  Memorials and foundations can be installed, if installed properly, at any-
time after an interment.  The old philosophy of waiting until the ground settles is 
not true.

  Go to the cemetery and see what is around your lot.  Measure the memo-
rials you like…and also the ones you do not care for.  Monuments always look 
different outside than in the showroom.  By doing this, you are ensuring that the 
size you select is perfect for your family.

  Make sure your memorial is personalized, one that will tell a story of 
your loved one…whether it be a favorite flower, a significant word or verse, a 
certain date, a symbol of faith, or a symbol of family.
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
